Call to Order

Dave aso noted that the State of Oregon Laws were recently revised to allow the use of
electronic means for notifying Association members and owners of meetings or actions.
It is estimated that adopting this measure could save the Association between $200-$250
dollarsayear. Kathryn motioned that we adopt a measure allowing the use of electronic
notification, Fred seconded the motion and it was adopted unanimously. Dave will draft
aletter to notify the Association members that we have adopted an “Electronic
Notification Resolution”. The letter will provide the Association members the ability to
opt-out if they so desire.

Architectural Review Committee (ARC) Report

Dave noted that there were no pending ARC requests. No representatives from the ARC
were present at the meeting to report on any other items.
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Old Business

The foot path from Poppy down to Huckleberry will be seal coated by the contractor that
is scheduled to seal coat the drives in the Meadows. The work has been delayed by
weather and will be completed once the temperature hits 70-degrees and is rising.
